Primary prevention – Active spending of the free time

Experiences from summer school in Petrova 2004

Little village in the east-north Slovakia

600 inhabitants (200 white peole, 400 roma comunity) – (roma comunity center – dancers, musicians)

goals of this project were:

1. active spending of the free time

2. developement of personality and specific abilities

3. supportig of tolerance between roma children and white children

During 1 month (14volunteers) from various organization

about 100 kids every day were taking part on the activities

working together with roma assistent, (so they can learn many technique, which they can use in comunity center during hole year)
 workshops: ceramic, painting, computers, dancing, music – expesially rhytmic instruments,        

                    sports,  

Volunteers and musictherapist from our organization were responsible for the music workshop.

We use many rhytmic instrument (drums made in east Slovakia, shakers, cabasa, etc.)

Roma children bring to the workshop voices and guitars

It was an interactive workshop, improvisation was the major technique

Music is part of they live – identity

Good way how to get contact also with adults

Motivation factor was the recording of the songs

Children whit a good rhytmic played drums, children with not so good rytmic played shakers, but we changed us

Goals of the music workshop: také a good contact throug music
